Venturing is a national program that seeks
to promote physical fithess, character develop-
ment and leadership in young men and
women age 14-21.

Each Venturing Crew is locally sponsored,
has trained (and carefully screened) volunteer
Advisors who have expertise in the Crew’s
area of specialty. These areas of specialty are
as diverse as high adventure, search and res-
cue, technology, radio, re-enactment or any
one of dozens of other specialties.

An award-winning and fast-growing national
program of the Boy Scouts of
America, Venturing is a
framework by which young
men and women can share
new experiences in a fun,
safe environment.

Venture Crew 39 was
started in 1999 when the Cumming Kiwanis
Club was approached by local volunteers who
were looking to start a “high adventure” group
in Forsyth County.

In addition to local programs, the Crew has
backpacked in the northern and southern
Rocky Mountains, has climbed in Colorado,
caved in Tennessee, moun-
tain biked, canoed and kay-
aked across north Georgia.

The majority of our young
men and women attend one
of the Forsyth high schools;
some attend area colleges.
Our members come from all
social and economic back-
grounds.

The Crew elects its own
leaders for 6 month terms
and selects its own program for the year.

Volunteer Advisors and Instructors are care-
fully screened and undergo extensive training
at a local and national level. These adult advi-
sors come from all walks of life.

Venturing is a “safe haven.” Activities are
attended by both youth members as well as
adults. Strict safety guidelines are taught— and
adhered to. No hazing, alcohol, drugs or to-
bacco are allowed.

Crew Leadership

Crew 39 elects its own youth leaders to a six
month term. The “key three” leaders are a
President, Vice President and Secretary, al-
though we have other elected leaders as well,
each of whom undergo extensive leadership
training.

Each member is expected to contribute to the
program. We don’t expect everyone to know
everything, but we do expect everyone to have
an open mind and a willingness to chip in and
learn something new!

Each of our outings has an member serving as
Activity Chair, working to ensure that we have
what we need- instructors, gear, transporta-
tion and help.

Adult Advisors provide additional support— in
short, a “framework for success.”

Service Projects

We conduct at least one service
project each quarter, usually at a
camp or one of the local hiking or
biking trails.

Costs

Membership is $10 per year
plus $10 per quarter ($50 per
year). All activities are calcu-
lated at or below cost, and
unless extensive travel is in-
volved, are usually inexpensive.
Scholarships are available.

We realize that some gear as-
sociated with our activities can
be expensive, so we often

make many items available on
a loaner basis to our participants.
